and communicated the list of road safety activities to be under taken
during the Road Safety Week.

On the eve of Road Safety Week, it is decided to award those
drivers having longest accident:free. record at.the level of Depot,
Region  and Zone to motxvate and .create awareness on safe driving
habits for drivers. It-is also decided to present, safety awards to the
drivers at State level basmg upon highest accident free record from
